RECOGNIZING JUNE 2026 AS PRIDE MONTH

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT PROCLAIMED, that I, Chris Kelley, Mayor of the
City of Hercules, on behalf of the entire City Council, do hereby recognize June 2026 as
Pride month in the City of Hercules and invite everyone to reflect on ways we all can live
and work together with a commitment to mutual respect and understanding, and further,
recognize Pride Month by flying the Pride Flag at City Hall during the month of June.
